� It doesn’t look like Privat here, but it could be a contraction of Kameral. There is consistently no period after Kral/Kmal, unlike Priv., which always has a period. But often a period was not used after a word contracted in the middle rather than cut off at the end.


� First part of name is washed out, but it could be Ilsabe, a variant of Elisabeth (from which Betty is derived).


� Again this is clearly different from Priv. in the previous column.
